You can also simply use the VGA–USB Adapter to expand 
monitor output capabilities on computers lacking a second video 
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connector. Notebook computer users can, for instance, run 
presentations on a big-screen monitor viewed by many, or in a 
docking station environment, connect easily to a larger, higher-
resolution screen. It also benefits situations when you need to run two 
applications and look back and forth between notebook and standard 
PC screens—with the adapter essentially extending your desktop.  

The VGA–USB Adapter supports VGA and SXGA resolution up  
to 1280 x 1024 at 60-Hz refresh rates and works with HDTV and flat-
panel screens. A control panel window within the included software 
enables you to control video-display functions with ease. 

You can even plug in a video projector to the adapter. A math 
instructor, for example, can show equations on one projector while 
the other projector shows the application where such calculations  
are used.
